WHCPJ Meeting (Brief and Sketchy) Notes 

Tuesday, January 7, 2008

Movie Night:

· Volunteers for movie night tasks – Again, we thank Sue for the Task List she created for to help us plan our movie nights!

· Discussion: we are hopeful some people and board members who aren’t present at this meeting will be attending and willing to help with movie night: Food Table, Writing Table, WHCPJ flyer/for sale table, etc.

· Greeter – Ana will be the greeter,  welcoming folks and directing them to back of room, etc.
· Signs --- Kathy: Sandwich board will be put on front lawn of church Tuesday morning; possibly on Sunday after their services too. Very few cars are parked on the street; signs do not show when cars are parked on Farmington Avenue; a Lawn Sign with movie night alert message  will be posted at Walden St Driveway of church

· Film Facts to GO – Sue is working on this and Kathy will make copies; Sue will put one flyer on each chair, rather than keeping the Fact sheets at the back table.
· Discussion: issues surrounding a list of 100 Actions vs a Group Action at movie night; which is most effective at getting people inspired to act? After opinions were expressed, it was decided there would be One Group Action after the film: Each attendee will be asked to write a letter to their own representative about one issue; issues discussed: torture, impeachment, end war now, or issue of individual’s own choosing will be an option of course 
· Gregory suggested that Sue be the leader of the discussion after the film, to motivate folks to write a letter as one way to “Find Their Voice,” putting the passion and enthusiasm she demonstrated at this meeting to meaningful use at movie night; decision on who will lead discussion and what issue the letter will be on will be discussed and finalized at January 15 meeting.
· Publicity – alerts have been sent to local papers; updated flyer sent to list of contacts to post at local colleges, community bulletin boards (everyone should be sending our event flyers to their own contact list and ask that the flyer be posted!!!!!) Susan Dunne will have movie night announcement in the CALENDAR section of Hartford Courant; listed in WH News, January 10; will be posted on WH Community List Serv

· Discussion about needing more networking with community organizations, schools, etc.; volunteer still needed to work on this networking and gathering more contact information above and beyond newspapers, radio stations, etc., that are notified of events.
· Greg said he will be volunteering at WWUH and would try to get a Public Service Announcement on U of H radio

· Technical Support and Equipment – Hope Out Loud (Eric Stamm, Caron Shanahan) will set up equipment; John and Rae O’Toole bring sound equipment; we’ll hope/plan that church doors will be open by 5/5:30 p.m. to begin setting up everything in time for 6 p.m. doors open to public; whomever can arrive to help by 5/5:30 p.m., PLEASE DO!

· Food Volunteers – ALL!: Please bring a finger food, a bottle of beverage, etc. for Food for Thought table; inventory of paper goods, etc., must be done-Kathy has a box of some of these…

· Writing Letters / Supplies:  We need stamps! Flo has bag/box of supplies; we’ll need inventory to see what is needed
· WHCPJ Table – items for sale, flyers, Who We Are, inventory needs to be done; Kathy has these items; Sue will bring her great vertical racks for display
