Colonel Ann Wright served as Deputy Chief of Mission of US Embassies in Sierra Leone, Micronesia and briefly in Afghanistan.  She also served in US Embassies in Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Grenada, and Nicaragua. She received the State Department’s Award for Heroism for her actions during the evacuation of 2500 persons from the civil war in Sierra Leone, the largest evacuation since Saigon in 1974. Colonel Wright was on the first State Department team to go to Kabul, Afghanistan in December, 2001. 

Before entering the Foreign Service, she served in the Army and Army Reserve for 29 years, primarily in special operations units. Colonel Wright is airborne qualified. 

Colonel Wright has Masters and Law Degrees from the University of Arkansas and a Masters Degree in National Security Affairs from the US Naval War College, Newport, Rhode Island.  Colonel Wright has been featured in articles in the Washington Post magazine, Government Executive magazine, Foreign Service Journal, Ms magazine and has been interviewed by radio and TV networks.
